Internal Medicine UT Health SA offers two special tracks in

the match:

Advanced Inpatient Medicine Skills (AIMS) - Designed
to provide residents with skills relevant to the care of
inpatients now and in the future with a focus on ultra-
sound skills. Residents will receive ultrasound certifica-
tion at the end of their residency. See our website for
more information.

Advanced HIV Medicine Skills (AHMS) - This track is de-
signed to provide residents with skills in the manage-
ment of patients living with HIV in both the inpatient and
outpatient settings. Participants will have the opportunity
to become certified as an HIV specialist by the American
Academy of HIV Medicine. See our website for more in-
formation.

In their final year of training,
residents have the option of
choosing the Ambulatory
Track. This is an opportunity
for all those interested in pri-
mary care or outpatient-based
subspecialties. Residents spend
time in continuity clinics, Texas
Diabetes Institute and Primary 3
Care Mental Health clinics. Res-
idents also learn focused Musculoskeletal Medicine and Der-
matology for the primary care physician.
